Bu nedenle Hiirmiiz Bogaz1 ve Basra Korfezi'ndeki gemiler igin risk
seviyesinin kritik olarak degerlendirildigi bildirilmektedir.

Yazida; Hiirmiiz Bogazi'min resmi olarak kapatilmadigi ancak Iran Devrim Muhafizlari
tarafindan bogazdan gecen gemilere saldir1 diizenleme niyetinde olduklarinin agiklandig belirtilerek
s0z konusu eylemlerin fiize saldirilari, insansiz hava araglari, insansiz su st araglart ve hizli kiyi
saldir1 botlarimi igerebilecegi ve saldirilarin bunlarla sinirli olmayabilecegi ifade edilmektedir. Bu
kapsamda, bblgede bulunan gemilerin Deniz Giivenligi icin "En Iyi Yonetim Uygulamalar1" (Best
Management Practices for Maritime Security — BMP MS) cercevesinde kapsamli tehdit ve risk
degerlendirmeleri yapmalar1 tavsiye edilmektedir.

Buna ek olarak, iiyelerin bagl sirketlerinin diizenli tehdit ve durum bilgilendirmeleri temin
etmek tlizere Birlesik Krallik Deniz Ticareti Operasyonlari (UK Maritime Trade Operations-
UKMTO) sistemine kayit yaptirmalar1 6nerilmektedir. Ayrica, UKMTO tarafindan duyurulan ve
ticari gemilere yonelik giincel tehdit degerlendirmelerini, dogrulanmis gemi olaylarini ve Hiirmiiz
Bogaz1 gecislerine iligkin bilgileri igeren Ortak Denizcilik Bilgi Merkezi (Joint Maritime
Information Centre-JMIC) danigma notlarinin da diizenli olarak takip edilmesi tavsiye edilmektedir.

Ayrica, gemilere yonelik tehdit
seviyesi kritik kaldig1 siirece bu tiir bir destegin saglanmasinin da pek olas1 goriilmedigi ifade
edilmektedir.
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Yazida; denizci ve gemilere yonelik tehdit seviyesinin ciddiyeti ve krizin devam eden
muhtemel etkilerini g6z onlinde bulundurmak suretiyle ICS'in mevcut durumu takip edecegi ve
geligsmeler konusunda bilgilendirme yapacagi belirtilmektedir.

SECURITY IN PERSIAN GULF, STRAITS OF HORMUZ, AND GULF OF OMAN

Action required: Members are invited to note the guidance provided below with
respect to the ongoing security situation in the Persian Gulf, Strait of Hormuz and
Gulf of Oman during the ongoing period of armed conflict.

Members will be aware of the ongoing military operations between Israel and the United
States, and Iran in the Persian Gulf and Strait of Hormuz (SoH), which has resulted in
military and paramilitary attacks against merchant shipping. Consequently, the risk to ships
in the SoH and Persian Gulf is assessed to be critical.

While the SoH is not officially closed, the Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps has
announced its intention to strike ships that transit the strait. Such action has included, but
is not limited to, missile strikes, unmanned aerial vehicles, unmanned surface vessels, and
fast inshore attack craft. Ships in the area are recommended to conduct thorough threat
and risk assessments in accordance with Best Management Practices — Maritime Security,
and in particular to consult the advice in Annex A from OCIMF on loitering munitions for
best practice. Guidance on the security risks can be found at
www.maritimeglobalsecurity.org.

Additionally, members’ member companies should register with UK Maritime Trade
Operations (www.ukmto.org) for regular threat and incident advice, and also regularly
consult the Joint Maritime Information Centre (JMIC) advisory notes circulated by UKMTO
(www.ukmto.org/partner-products/imic-products) which provide up to date threat
assessments to merchant shipping, confirmed vessel incidents, and SoH transits.

Although a post on Truth Social by the United States President on 3 March 2026 indicated
that the option of escorts for merchant ships could be provided, there is, as yet, no timeline
for the assumption of such security support to ships in the region, and it is unlikely that
support will be provided while the threat to shipping remains critical.

Recognising the severity of the threat to seafarers and ships as well as the probable
ongoing impact of the crisis, the secretariat will continue to monitor the situation and
advise members of developments as appropriate.
